CELESTIAL EVENTS FOR NOVEMBER: Mercury is not easily visible this month. By month’s end it sets about 1.5 h
after the Sun. Venus continues to improve its visibility in the southwestern evening twilight this month. At month’s end it
sets more than 1.5 h after the Sun, but due to the unfavorable tipping of the ecliptic, it remains embedded in twilight.
Mars, in Aquarius, stands about 35° high in the south-southeast at the end of evening twilight and sets in the west-
southwest near 1 a.m. Jupiter, in Leo, rises near 1 am. in the east and stands about 40° high in the southeast at the
